AND NOW A WORD FROM YOUR PASTORé... 

 I  have heard quite a number of comments about my óarticleô last month 

about the example we give, often unknowingly and unconsciously, as we celebrate 

the sacred mysteries of our faith each Sunday.  Many have commented that they 

were unaware of how important it was to pick up the hymnal/music aide and at 

least ógive it their bestô to sing and respond to the music and dialogue of the litur-

gy for the benefit and example of those around them, both adults and children. 

 As a presider [celebrant], I want to share with you how important your participation is 

to my engagement and participation in those sacred mysteries. You probably have never 

thought about how important your responses are for the presider [celebrant] in his/my celebra-

tion of the Eucharist. 

 As I walk down the aisle in the entrance processional [notice, we donôt ósing in the 

priestô but wait till he arrives at his place in the assembly], I get a feeling of the enthusiasm of 

this assembly.  Sometimes itôs electric [bring it on!].  Sometimes itôs warm [ainôt this nice].  

Sometimes itôs lukewarm [arenôt you glad weôre here?!].  When we sing the Gathering Song, I 

really get the tenor of the assembly present.  When I address the assembly, óThe Lord be with 

you!ô, your response tells me how hard I  have to work.  A strong response tells me that this as-

sembly is óready and excited to celebrateô.  A weak response tells me óIôm going to have to put 

this assembly by the head of their hair through this celebration.ô  When I hear a strong óAnd 

also with you!ô, I get excited and relax with the comfort of knowing that we are all in this to-

gether.  Itôs not a óweôre here to watch Father do Massô.  I also think that our young children 

and youth discern this same attitude and from their personal conception/idea of what ócoming 

to church on Sundayô really means. 

 Do we always come to the celebration with the same enthusiasm?  No.  I have to admit 

that there are Sunday mornings when Bridget [our parish dog] and I get up and get ready for a 

long Sunday morning, I wish it were Monday.  But, as we make coffee in the hall and our fami-

ly starts arriving, we get excited and the whole morning goes by in warp speed.  I hope that is 

the same feeling that you experience. I particularly enjoy watching as people assemble and take 

their place and acknowledge one another as we do what I call the óhowdy-doodyô before we 

begin each celebration.  We should not be strangers when we meet. This I think is the hall mark 

of our communities of St. Mary/St. Joseph.  When we finish óthe Massô and go to the hall for 

fellowship, we are just continuing what weôve been celebrating in the óotherô building, the 

church.  Granted, itôs a smorgasbord, for which as in the Eucharist we have celebrated, we are 

sooooooo thankfuléItôs what makes us more than just a óchurchô but a ófamilyô.  All of us can-

not but applaud the wonderful and delicious feast that greets us after the Sunday celebrations.  

Can it get any better?!

Why Are We Using Worship Aids?  

 

We began using worship aids for the liturgical music when we had to 
have Mass in the Hall because of the church expansion. There are no 
pew pockets to hold hymnals, and it was determined that this would be 
the best way to handle the situation. There have been numerous posi-
tive comments about the use of the worship aids vs. hymnals: the print 
is larger, the psalm refrain is available, the Communion processional 
refrain is printed, and there is no need to refer to the hymn board, not 
only for the hymn number, but for the color of the hymnal. 

 

 When we moved back into the church, we had over 160 new seats for the assembly. Howev-
er, it is impossible to acquire more hymnals for those people because the hymnals have been out of 
print for a number of years. 

 

 Music publishers produce new hymnals on a fairly regular basis so that new hymns can be 
included. Our hymnals, for instance, did not have ñAll Are Welcome,ò ñChrist, Be Our Light,ò ñRain 
Down,ò and many other hymns for which we had to use separate printed worship aids (yet another 
piece to juggle with the two hymnals!). GIA Publications, the publisher of the two hymnals at St. 
Maryôs, has produced two updated hymnals since ours were purchased many years ago. 

 

 In addition to the availability problem with the hymnals, there is also the new English transla-
tion of the order of the Mass to be considered. This new translation will be in effect on the first Sun-
day of Advent 2011. That will mean that all the Mass settings, psalm settings, and prayers that make 
up the front section of the hymnals will be obsolete. There have been many discussions about how to 
handle this issue. Father and I have decided to use worship aids, at least for the short term, since we 
have license agreements to print the music we are using. When the publishers finally produce the 
hymnals with updated liturgy, we will look at what is available to determine whether it would be re-
sponsible to purchase new hymnals or continue using worship aids. Dedications in the old hymnals 
will be transferred to the new hymnals or acknowledged in an appropriate and meaningful way. 

 

 We are doing, and will continue to do, everything possible to make the transition from the cur-
rent Mass setting to the new translation as seamless as possible for the assembly. We will also con-
tinue to do all that we can to provide resources and support to the assembly for their active participa-
tion in the celebration of the Mass.

Antiphons from Arthur  
(Arthur Plessala ï January, 2011)  

  

Henri Nouwen, the world-renowned spiritual guide and counselor, understood the spiritual life as 

a journey of faith and transformation that is deepened by accountability, community, and relation-

ships.  Though he counseled many people during his lifetime, his principles of spiritual direction 

were never written down. Now two of his longtime students, Michael Christensen and Rebecca 

Laird, have taken his famous course in spiritual direction and supplemented it with his un-

published writings to create the definitive work on Nouwenôs thoughts on the Christian life to cre-

ate the book: SPIRITUAL DIRECTION óWisdom for the long walk of Faithò by Henri Nouwen.  

Present in this article are sections of PART ONE, SECTION THREE to summarize for you what 

he says about who you and I truly are. I was blessed in the nineteen seventies when he was my 

professor at Notre Dame for two summers.   

 When John the Baptist was baptizing people in the Jordan River, Jesus came to be baptized 

too.  ñAnd as he was praying, (gaze upon the ceilings and the baptismal font at St. Maryôs) the 

heavens were opened, and the Holy Spirit descended on him in the form of a dove.  And a voice 

came from heaven: ñyou are my Son, whom I love, with you I am well pleasedôò (Luke 3:21-22).  

I am firmly convinced that the decisive moment of Jesusô public life was his baptism, when he 

heard the divine affirmation ñYou are my Beloved on whom my favor rests.ò In this core experi-

ence, Jesus is reminded in a deep, deep way of who he really is. I also believe that there is in each 

of us an inner voice of Love that says: ñYou are the Beloved of God!ò  

 This year, I want you to claim your Belovedness. You donôt have to get caught in searches 

that lead nowhere. Neither do you have to become the victim of a manipulative world or get 

trapped in any kind of addiction. You can choose to reach out now for true inner freedom and find 

it ever more fully. For many years I have read, reflected on, and taught the gospel words in Luke 3 

in the story of Jesusô baptism, but only in my later years have they taken on a meaning far beyond 

the boundaries of my own religious tradition.  Godôs words ñYou are my Belovedò reveal the 

most intimate truth about all human beings, whether they belong to any particular tradition or not. 

The ultimate spiritual temptation is to doubt this fundamental truth about ourselves and trust in 

alternative identities.  

 Sometimes we answer the question ñWho am I?ò with the response, ñI am what I doò. Or 

we might say. ñI am what other people say about meò. You might also say, ñI am what I have.ò 

What I want to say to you is that this whole zigzag approach is wrong.  I am not what I do, and 

you are not what you do, or what others say about you, or what you possess. ñYou are Godôs  

Beloved!ò I hope that you can hear these words as spoken to you in all tenderness and force that 

love can hold. My only desire is to make these words reverberate in every corner of your beingð

ñYou are the Beloved!!ò It certainly is not easy to hear that voice in a world filled with voices 

that shout: ñYou are no good; you are ugly; you are worthless; you are despicable; you are 

nobody unless you can demonstrate the opposite.òThese negative voices are so loud and so 

persistent that it is easy to believe them.  Thatôs the trap of self-rejection.  It is the trap of  

being a fugitive hiding from your truest identity. Soon after his baptism by John, Jesus went to the 

dessert for 40 days. Jesusô temptations in the desert, described in the Gospel of Luke, are tempta-

tions to move him away from that core identity.  He was tempted to believe he was someone else: 

You are the one who can turn stone into bread.   You are the one who can jump from the temple.  

You are the one who can make others bow to your power. Jesus said ñNo, no, no. I am the

the Beloved of God.ò Others will leave me alone, but my Father will not leave me alone.  I am 

the beloved son of God.  I am the hope found in that identity. ¢ƘŜ greatest trap in life is not  

success, popularity, or power, but self-rejection, doubting who we truly are.  Success, popularity, 

and power can indeed present a great temptation, but their seductive quality comes from the way 

they are part of the much larger temptation to self-rejection. When we have come to believe in the 

voices that call us worthless, and unlovable, then success, popularity, and power are easily per-

ceived as attractive solutions. How quickly we give in to the temptation of self-rejection. Can you 

somehow identify in yourself the temptation to self-rejection, whether it manifests itself in arro-

gance or in low self-esteem? Self-rejection can show itself in a lack of confidence or a surplus of 

pride.  Neither is a true reflection of the core of who we are.  Often, self-rejection is simply seen as 

the neurotic expression of an insecure person.  But neurosis is often the psychic manifestation of a 

much deeper human darkness: the darkness of not feeling truly welcome in human existence.   

 Self-rejection is the greatest enemy of the spiritual life because it contradicts the  

sacred voice that declares we are loved.  Being the Beloved expresses the core truth of our 

existence. We are loved as creatures with both limitations and glory. Every time you listen 

with great attentiveness to the voice that calls you the Beloved, you will discover within yourself a 

desire to hear that voice longer and more deeply.  It is like discovering a well in the desert.  This 

digging and searching for an underground stream is the discipline of prayer. I have come to define 

prayer as listening to that voiceðto the one who calls you the Beloved. Jesus listens with obedi-

ence to the Father; he keeps listening to the Fatherôs affirmation.  

 If I am the Beloved of God, How do I claim my Belovedness? I begin by daily repeating 

the very words Jesus heard at his baptism, for they are also meant for me and for you and for each 

and every person on the planet: ñYou are my Beloved. With you I am well pleased.ò Spend a 

few minutes every day in prayer, meditating on Godôs great love for you and each and every per-

son on earth. Wouldnôt it be wonderful to make God smile by giving God the chance to find me 

and love me lavishly this New Year?  Can I accept that I AM WORTH LOOKING FOR?  Do I 

believe that there is a real desire in God to simply be with me? Along with every person on the 

planet we are Godôs Beloved individual, couple, family or community. We can begin by loving 

one another as he has loved us, In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Contributions by Credit Card 
 

Over the years, we have received a number of inquiries concerning the possibility of mak-
ing regular Stewardship contributions to either St. Maryôs or St. Josephôs church by means 
of a credit card.  Prior to 2010, this was not possible for any church in the Archdiocese 

due to security concerns with internet based transactions.  However, we became aware in mid-year that certain parishes 
had received permission to use credit cards for stewardship.  
 After conducting a detailed review, it has been determined that use of credit cards for stewardship at this time is 
not economically viable for our parish.  There are fixed fees and per-transaction fees from the credit card vendor, the ser-
vice provider who provides internet transaction services, and our local bank.  Only the very largest parishes can justify the-
se fees. 
 We will continue to monitor market conditions for credit card use, and if fees become less of an obstacle, we may 
consider this option at some future date.
