 The present drought in our area is taking a heavy toll on farmers and ranch-

ers and causing all of us to look to the skies each morning for a sign of relief.  In 

some ways, the weather is always a cause of comment and complaint.  Itôs either too dry or too 

wet...too windy or no breeze...too hot or too cold.  However, what we are experiencing now is ap-

proaching more of a crisis situation than merely a topic of conversation.  Hopefully, by the time 

this article is published in the bulletin and we have celebrated several Masses for rain, some of 

the worry and crisis will have passed.  Regardless, this gives me an opportunity to call to mind an 

ancient triduum [three days] of prayer for asking the Lordôs help and blessing on the earth, espe-

cially the fields and gardens which supply our daily bread: The Rogation Days.  I remember how 

important these days were to farmers when I was growing up.  During my studies in the Minor 

Seminary, I remember waking up early in the morning, before dawn, and processing with can-

dles chanting the Litany and the priest blessing the fields which surrounded the seminary.  [We 

were in the middle of nowhere é. in the sticks, with an old air force landing field across the 

road.] 

 The word órogationô is from the Latin word órogareô meaning to ópetitionô, to óplead forô, 

to ópray forô and gives the title to three days of prayer for the Lordôs blessing of a successful har-

vest on fields and gardens.  They are traditionally celebrated each year on the Monday, Tuesday 

and Wednesday before Ascension Thursday.  They are penitential days, including a Mass and 

procession, each day also marked by fasting to show the Lord how serious were the roga-

tionô [pleading] of the people.  Because the Litany [órogationô] of the Saints is invoked, Rogation 

Days were also called ñThe Lesser Litaniesò.  Theyôre óLesserô because the tradition is younger 

than the ancient óGreaterô Litanies, a similar observance but originating as a Christian replace-

ment for a pagan procession on April 25 that appeased Robigus, the god of frost.   

 Believers have always given thanks to God for sun and soil, water and air.  In the begin-

ning, these believers knew themselves as stewards, not consumers, and had constant reminders of 

their dependence on the merciful Lord who creates and provides, and who owns the earth.  At 

times, it seems the very elements conspire against a regular harvest, sometimes even causing pro-

longed periods of fruitlessness and hopelessness.  It is particularly at these times that the call goes 

out to a provident Lord to restore the earthôs bounty. 

 That is what happened in France, some 1500 years ago, around the city of Vienne.  Earth-

quake, fire and inclement weather combined to cause crop failure and widespread hunger.   

Mamertus, the Bishop of Vienne, called for penance and prayer on the three days preceding As-

cension Thursday.  The people responded to the call, and the Lord responded to the prayer. 

 The gratitude, the awareness of Godôs power and the earthôs bounty, and human depend-

ence on bothðthese are no less real today.   In our present situation, we are reminded how, not 

only does the earth thirst for water, but we thirst for the Lord who will in His time supply all our 

needs.   

 This year I am hoping to revive the ancient tradition of the Rogation Days preceding the 

Feast of the Ascension, June 2nd.  Please keep in prayer the need for rain NOW.  Hopefully, by 

May 30, 31 and June 1, the Rogation Days will be days of Thanksgiving.  If rain doesnôt happen 

after that, my beagle, Bridget, is prepared to protect the front door and repel any angry crowd of 

parishioners who want to run me out of town.

HAPPY 50-DAY EASTER SEASON 
 

THESE EXCERPTS ARE AN EXAMPLE OF A MOVING CATECHESIS ON HOLY  MASS   
The statement ñWITHOUT SUNDAY WE CANNOT LIVEò takes us back to the year 304, when the 
Emperor Diocletian forbade Christians, on pain of death, from possessing the Scriptures, from gathering 
on Sunday to celebrate the Eucharist and from building places in which to hold their assemblies.                                                                                         
 In Abitene, small villages in present-day Tunisia, forty nine Christians were taken by surprise 
one Sunday while they were celebrating the Eucharist, gathered in the house of Octavious Felix, thereby 
defying the imperial prohibitions.  They were arrested and taken to Carthage to be interrogated by the 
Proconsul Anulius.                                                                                                                                                          
 Significant among other things is the answer a follower named Emeritus gave to the  
Proconsul who asked him why on earth they had disobeyed the Emperorôs severe orders.  He replied: 
ñSine dominico non possumusò (Without Sunday we cannot live): that is, we cannot live without joining 
together on Sunday to celebrate the Eucharist.  We would lack the strength to face our daily problems 
and not to succumb. They remembered Jesusô words: I am the bread of life.  Your ancestors ate the 
manna in the desert, but they diedé.I am the living bread that came down from heaven é. Who-
ever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day (John 
6:48-51, 54). They remembered Easter Sunday afternoon on the road to Emmaus the two disciples, 
Clopus and his wife Mary, recognized Jesus in the Breaking of the Bread.                                                                                                                                                                              
 After atrocious tortures, these forty-nine martyrs of Abitene were killed. Thus, they confirmed 
their faith with bloodshed.  They died, but they were victorious; today we remember them in the glory of 
the risen Christ.                                                                                                                                                                  
 The experience of the martyrs of Abitene is also one on which we twenty-first-century Christians 
should reflect. It is not easy for us either to live as Christians, even if we are spared such prohibitions 
from an emperor.  From a spiritual point of view, the world in which we find ourselves, often marked by 
unbridled consumerism, religious indifference and secularism closed to transcendence, can appear a 
desert just as ñvast and terribleò (Dt 8:25) as the one we hear about in the Book of Deuteronomy.  God 
came to the aid of the Jewish people in difficulty in the desert with his gift of manna, to make them under-
stand that ñnot by bread alone does man live, but by every word that comes forth from the mouth of the 
Lord.ò (Dt 8:3) In taking flesh, the Son of God could become Bread and thus be the nourishment of his 
people, of us, journeying on in this world toward the promised land of heaven.                                                                                                                      
 We need this Bread to face the fatigue and weariness of our journey.  Sunday, the day of the 
resurrection, the Lordôs Day, is a favorable opportunity to draw strength from him, the Lord of life. The 
Sunday precept is not, therefore, an externally imposed duty, a burden on our shoulders.  On the 
contrary, taking part in the Celebration, being nourished by the Eucharistic Bread and sharing the 
cup of his life blood, experiencing the communion of our brothers and sisters in Christ is a need 
for Christians, it is a joy. We Christians can thus replenish the energy we need to continue on the jour-
ney we must make every week. Moreover, this is not an arbitrary journey: the path God points out to us 
through his Word goes in the direction inscribed in manôs very existence.  The Word of God and reason 
go together.  For the human being following the Word of God with Christ means fulfilling oneself, while 
not hearing it is equivalent to losing oneself.    Jesus said: ñHe who feeds on my flesh and drinks my 
blood remains in me, and I in himò     (Jn 6:52).  How is it possible not to abide in him and rejoice 
in such a promise?
