 I entered the Minor Seminary of Corpus Christi in August of 1964 to  

begin my studies for the Priesthood.  I was a high school senior eager to  

immerse myself in the Churchôs institution for discerning a personôs vocation 

and forming him into a priest in the service of Godôs people.  The seminary I entered was 

steeped in all the venerable traditions of the Roman Church.  Little had changed in educating 

seminarians through the centuries and little was expected to change.  There was news of a 

meeting of bishops in Rome called by the Holy Father, John XXIII, and known as the Second 

Vatican Council.  Some changes were expected but nothing drastic.  I can remember our Lat-

in professor, a wonderful elderly French Jesuit, telling us that the Mass as we knew it would 

never change.  Latin would always be the language in which we would celebrate the Mass  for 

which we were being ordained.  Even when the Council implemented parts of the Mass to be 

in the language of the people, Fr. assured us that no further incursion of English in the liturgy 

would be considered by the bishops.  Looking back, I can only imagine how heartrending it 

was for him to make peace with and adjust to the new Rite of the Mass and the languages in 

which it would be celebrated.   By the time of my ordination in 1973, the Mass as we know it 

today was fully implemented and has been basically the Mass I have known all my priesthood.  

Now, after 38 years of priesthood, a new English translation of the Mass is about to be imple-

mented, replacing the old translation with which we have all become so familiar.  November 

27th, the First Sunday of Advent, is the Sunday which we will all remember as the Sunday 

new words were prayed by both celebrant  and congregation.  I am excited by the challenges 

it provides for me as celebrant to reflect more consciously on the words I pray during the lit-

urgy and make those new words meaningful and prayer-filled for you, the assembly.  Some 

parishes are ópracticingô some of the changed responses of the assembly now.  We have chosen 

here in our churches of St. Mary and St. Joseph to wait until óDô-day, the appointed time es-

tablished by our Holy Father to speak and hear these changes in liturgy.  The music aide we 

now use will be enhanced with the newly translated responses and prayers such as the Gloria, 

Creed, etc.  Donôt be too stressed.  Weôll be uncomfortable and lost for a whileé.A CD will be 

given out and made available highlighting both the spoken and sung changes.  I hope you will 

make use of it to make the transition less abrupt. 

 Letting go of the past is never very easy and goes with some nostalgia.  Saturday morn-

ing, November 26th, will be the last time the English translation of the liturgy as we know it  

today will be celebrated here in the United States.  To mark this moment in the history of our 

parish, I am scheduling a special Mass Saturday morning, November 26th, at 10:30am at St. 

Mary.  At the conclusion of that Mass, the sacramentaries of both St. Mary and St. Joseph 

will be formally retired and the new Roman Missals blessed for use in the years to come.  All 

attending will be invited to sign the sacramentaries which will become part of the historical 

archives of our churches.  

 Many of us have lived through what will be heralded as probably the most exciting 

times in the history of our Church.  It hasnôt been without some stress, some discomfort, some 

adjustment, but never doubting the working of the Holy Spirit which we have been privileged 

to witness so spectacularly in our time.  What an adventure!  Itôs not over yet.
